Based on 
the history of NDHS, building strong indi-
viduals both academically and leaders of 
our community it is critical that the school 
remain a part of our township.

An important aspect for high school aged 
teenagers is their ability and desire for local 
employment; be it an after school job or 
involvement in a family business. The com-
munity truly supports our school by the 
overwhelming use of the coop program to 
integrate workplace skills for our students.

NDHS is known for the student involve-
ment in the various sports and musical after 
school activities. Graduates of the school 
range from highly educated individuals to 
trades people, many of whom chose to live 
in the township where they were raised.

Looking back at NDHS in the mid 1960s 
when I was a student; one of the highlights 
for me was playing on the school football 
team. The practices were held after school 
and consequently I had to find my own way 
home. Often, local farmers would offer me a 
ride home as all of the local people knew the 
school, its students, and were particularly 
interested in the school teams.

I recall that the teachers were all very sup-
portive of the team as they encouraged us to 
play, but also gave me extra time to catch up 
on school work. 

As a father, the school spirit was evident 
when our children attended NDHS over a 
15-year time span from the 1984 until our 
youngest graduated in 1999. Students could 
become involved in extracurricular activi-
ties and there was a place for all those who 
wished to participate. One did not have 
to compete for a place to be involved. Our 
children took part in the sports activities, 
student council, school trips abroad, and 
the social activities such as dances. 

NDHS provided our children with expe-
riences and the tools to further their edu-
cation at higher levels. They went on to 
study business administration, nutrition, 
and agriculture production, science and 
business. They are all successful in their 
careers and in turn are contributing back to 
the community today. This is a direct result 
of being educated in this community.

As I look to the future as the Mayor of 
the Township and through the eyes of my 
grandson now attending NDHS, it is a place 
of learning where education quality is sec-
ond to none, but most of all it is a commu-
nity where all students are known and not 
just simply another number.
