Feb. 7, 2007 - Oxford’s
regional capital planning
committee was given a
month to determine which
groups of schools should be
considered for the first round
of Accommodation Review
Committees

April 4, 2007 - Norwich
District High School was
listed as the highest-prior-
ity study area in Oxford by
TVDSB administrators.

April 10, 2007 - Township
council supported a resolu-
tion during a special meet-
ing calling on the Thames
Valley District School Board
to wipe Norwich District
High School off any list of
schools to be considered for
an accommodation review
committee (ARC).

April 11, 2007 - The net
cast by the public high school
accommodation review in
Oxford was widened by add-
ing Tillsonburg schools.

May 16, 2007 - During a
meeting at Norwich District
High School, Tom Leitch
was acclaimed as the com-
munity representative on
the school’s accommodation
review committee (ARC).
The school council repre-
sentative Brent VanParys laid
out tactics of the Save Our
School Committee including
critiquing and analyzing the
administrative recommen-
dation.

June 13, 2007 - Thames
Valley District School Board
trustees held off on voting
to move ahead with changes
at the Tillsonburg schools
because those schools were
part of the Accommodation
Review Committee (ARC).

June 19, 2007 - A motion
was brought forward to
eliminate Glendale and
Annandale schools from the
ARC so renovations could
move forward. After a two-

hour discussion no changes
were made to the schools
involved in the ARC process.

July 4, 2007 - Thames
Valley District School Board
trustees deferred a
vote June 26 on
proceeding

with changes
to  Glendale
High  School

and Annandale
School in order
to keep them
in the ARC.

Oct. 31,
2007 -Hundreds
of faithful packed
the gymnasium
at Norwich District
High School for a meet-
ing of the Thames Valley
District School Board’s ARC.
Committee members heard
from community members
as to why the board’s pro-
posal to close the small high
school is flawed and why
it's in everyone’s interests to

keep the school open.

Nov. 21, 2007 - Meeting
at Glendale High School in
Tillsonburg, accommoda-
tion review committee mem-

bers continued to insist
they didn't have all the
information
they needed

to refute the
board’s rec-
ommenda-
tion.

Jan. 16,2008 - At a meeting
at Annandale School, ARC
members shot down the
alternative proposal.

Feb. 23, 2008 - Thames
Valley District School Board
held a closed-door meeting
to discuss process and pro-
cedure for school accommo-
dation committees.

April 30, 2008 - More
than 450 people attended
and more than 20 presenta-
tions were given at the pub-
lic input meeting at the last
meeting of the ARC commit-
tee. By meeting’s end, the
11-member committee was
still seeking more detailed
information.

The committee did agree,
as a whole, to:

- reject the staff recom-
mendation to close NDHS

- expand the school’s
boundaries to include all of
Norwich Township

- provide appropriate pro-
gram and facility upgrades at
NDHS for a school of 420

- move ahead with plans
to change Glendale High
School to a Grade 9 to 12

school with planned facility
upgrades and if staff rejects
the committees four other
recommendations, that it
provide an analysis of an
alternate accommodation
presented to the committee
by its Norwich members

June 18, 2008 - Thames
Valley District School Board
senior administration said
it could not support the
accommodation review
committee’s (ARC) recom-
mendation to keep Norwich
District High School open
and instead echoed the rec-
ommendation to the board
that the school close.

Sept. 23, 2008 - The last
meeting for the public to
address school board trust-
ees. The meeting will be held
at 6:30 p.m. at the TVDSB
offices in London.

Oct. 28, 2008 - School
trustees will vote on the
future of NDHS.
